Rootfinder is a library that finds the root of a number (2: on stack) for a certain index (1: on stack).  If the index is omitted, you will be prompted for one.  It is displayed in the following format.  Arial and Wingdings are required to view it here. 27 2 gives you "3*2v-3".  The two is the index used.  WARNING!!!  This program isn’t compatible with decimal radicands (the number you’re finding that root of).  Just take out 10-1‘s before plugging it in, remember to put them back, and you’ll be fine.
