HPConn

What is HPConn?

HPConn is a very simple file transfer program between HP calculators and PC. This application is reduced to its simplest way. The present version uses XModem protocol for transferring files.

Using HPConn
As said above, the application is reduced to its simple way:
1) Set the options communications by clicking the “Settings” button. Note: if you plug your HP-49G+ and switch it on, “HPx9G+” will appear in the list of ports.
2) Select the file to transfer by clicking on the button on the right side of the text box.

3) Click on the “Send” button if you want to transfer a file from the PC to the calculator or click on the “Receive” button if you want to transfer a file from the calculator to the PC.

4) On the calculator side, don’t forget to run the XRECV or XSEND command depending on the way of the file transfer.

Notes
· HPConn supports transfers between HP calculators that run the XModem protocol.

· Be sure that the drivers of the calculators are installed for USB transfers (HPx9G+)

Restrictions

The version 1.0 of HPConn supports serial transfers as well as USB transfers. For USB transfer, you can only send files from the PC to the HP calculators. The reception on the PC side using USB transfers will be available in next versions.

TODO
The next version will support:
· Reception with USB transfers on the PC side.

· Kermit protocol

· Resume transfers with USB when the cable is unplugged while transferring files (this is only available with serial communications)
