 This Library is an update to triglib1.1 With one addition (DEG/HMS) key toggles the display deg/hms in the upper left corner of the status screen. I have also left in "MISC" a key for tracing which formula is in use, not that it's much use for anything except debugging the progam. But I digress 





 To install this library place it on the stack and enter a number for the port where you want to    store it then press STO turn the calculator off then back on and it will self ATTACH to the home directory.


 


 To help keep things clean in the HP there is only one library command ( TRG ).


 Type "TRG"  to display main menu, press ( CLR ) to start the program, it looks and acts a lot like a SOLVR menu . The triangle in the display is just a visual aid for side and angle labels .





 TRG uses a modified version of the internal ( INPUTLINE ) command to maintain the screen display.( The only active keys are MENU keys, UPARROW key, NUMBER keys, (+/-), EEX, DEL, RIGHTSHIFT-DEL, RIGHTSHIFT-ON , ON ) all others just error beep.





  The display can be in any format ( STD , FIX , SCI , ENG , FM,  ) .


 To enter data simply enter values using number keys then press a menu key


 Also data can be entered by echoing from the stack using UPARROW . 





 The program starts with a default value of  90  in angle ( AA ).


 Change the value in ( AA ) FIRST to solve for an OBLIQUE TRIANGLE.


 If there is more than one valid answer for an oblique TRG  will return both answers.


 EXAMPLE : PLACE   [0 ( AA )]  , [15 ( AC )]  , [5 ( SC )]  , [10 ( SA )]





 At startup the stack contents and user/sys flags are saved and


 They are returned to their original state at program end .


 Last run variables are stored in one list ( ' Trig ' ) in the HP's  "HIDDEN DIRECTORY". 


 All internal calculations are preformed in deg.dec and converted if necessary for the current display mode


 MENU KEYS:


 ( CLR )          starts program


 ( RND )         displays last run data rounded to (4) decimal places


 ( LAST )        displays last run data up to (12) decimal places


 ( >STK )        echoes last run variables to stack with tags for side and angle 


 ( AREA )        return area of last triangle


 (DEG/HMS)  toggles input mode between DEG.DEC & HMS


 ( FMT )          shortcut to fractional  menu (STD FIX SCI ENG FM, "( TRG ) return to main menu" ).


 ( HMS )          shortcut to HMS menu (>HMS HMS> HMS+ HMS-  "( TRG ) return to main menu" ).


 ( INS / REP )  toggles INPUT between insert & replace mode 


 ( BEEP )         toggles error beep


 ( VER )           version screen 


 ( REMO )       removes TRG library and ( 'Trig' ) in "HIDDEN DIRECTORY"





 This library has been tested on  HP-49G+ calculator Rom Ver 1.23.


 I have not tested this on calculators with other ROM versions.
