Introduction:
Memory is a game where the goal is to turn over all the pair of cards. If the cards that you have turned over aren’t the same then they are there turned back. You will win when all cards are visible. This game is a bit based on Alan Lark’s Memory game. But there are some (big) differences: his is in HP-Basic, less graphical and less fast. But on the other hand his is more challenging and programming wise (I have to admit that) much better. 
How to put this file on my HP - 39/40g?

To download Memory 2 to your HP-39/40g you must:

1. On your PC, run HPGComm (or some other X-Modem software). Select the directory containing the program.

2. From the APLET view on your HP39/40, press [image: image1.emf] and then choose “Wire” and not the "Disk Drive" option.

3. Assuming that you are running HPGComm, a window will open showing the available files. Choose Memory.000 and click on [image: image2.emf]. If you are running some other software then you may need to select the “Send File” option from a menu.

How to play:
When in the APLET menu highlight ‘Memory 2’ and press on the softkey START or press Enter. You’ll now see the (simple) introduction screen of memory 2.
· Press Enter or Symb to proceed. The game will now start.

· You can move the cursor (which is the back of the card that you are on, but inverted) by pressing the arrow keys. The Symb key will turn a card over.
· When you have won you will see this message appear.
