Stack

Stack is a tiny program that permits saving different stack-contents, in order to be able to do several calculations parallely without getting mixed up. It saves them in a variable called STAK. The program is extremely simple, but I use it quite a lot so maybe somebody else will benefit from it as well.

Stack has been written in UserRPL and should work on the HP48 S/G and the HP49.

Installation:

Download STAK and store it in the directory in which you want to use it. STAK has to be stored under that name. Get Stacklib and store it in any port by putting the library on the stack, entering a port number (e.g. 0) and pressing STO. Restart you calculator.

Usage:

You can have up to 10 stacks at the same time. Everyone of those is assigned a number between 0 and 9.

Enter the number of the stack you want to call up and enter STACK (or press the corresponding softkey in the STACK-Library).

If you want to know the acctual stacknumber (e.g. in a program of yours) the command NUMSTACK is the one you need.

I hope this little tool will prove itself to be helpfull.
